OUTSTANDING CONTRIBUTION (BY AND INDIVIDUAL)

TO TOURISM IN VANUATU
NOMINATION GUIDELINES:

This award recognises the extraordinary personal and professional attainment and contribution by an individual over many years to the Vanuatu tourism industry. This award will be judged by the 2009 Executive Committee only. The 2009 VTA Committee will consider each applicants particular skills, activities, efforts, dedication, service and contribution to tourism in Vanuatu outside their normal business practices or normal employment.

Important Notes:

· This award must be an individual and cannot be won by the same person twice.

· Nominations are to be submitted to the 2009 VTA Committee, by way of a Resume and letter/s of recommendation.
· This award will be presented at the discretion of the 2009 VTA Committee based on submissions received.

· This award may not necessarily be recognised annually.
· Judging criteria will take into account the following aspects of the contribution when assessing a nomination:

1) Overview of the Nominee 







10 Points
Provide a brief overview of the nominee, highlighting their outstanding attributes. 

include a brief history of their career in tourism, including a description of their current employment, if applicable. 
2)  Nominees Personal Service







20 Points
Provide examples of the nominee’s service over and above the nominees paid employment to the Vanuatu Tourism industry. (The emphasis should be on personal and professional commitment)
3) Examples of Activities / Benefits to the Tourism Industry 


50 Points
Provide specific examples of activities resulting from the nominee’s contribution that have significantly benefited the tourism industry in Vanuatu.  (This could include but is not limited to; conceptual development, operation, administration, management, research, advocacy, representation on tourism boards or committees, participation in industry organizations and associations, mentoring, improvement of industry standards, sales and marketing of the destination, innovations, sustainability, etc)
